 Educating and encouraging internal purchasers to consider socio-economic and 

environmental issues when sourcing products, consuming goods and services, and seeking 

environmentally friendly alternatives to products where possible 

 Considering the costs and benefits of environmentally preferable goods/services as 
alternatives 

 Continuing to explore opportunities for the reduction in waste management with the disposal, 
recycling and  re-use of materials where appropriate  

 Promoting best practice for sustainable procurement  

 Ensuring that where appropriate, suppliers’ environmental credentials are, as far as legally 
and reasonably practicable, considered in the supplier selection and procurement process  

 Ensuring that consideration is given, within specifications, to encourage suppliers to submit 
offers for environmentally friendly alternatives  

 Specifying wherever possible and practicable the use of environmentally friendly goods, 
which are still fit for purpose, achieve best value for money and take whole life costs into 
account  

 Educating our key suppliers regarding TWI’s environmental and sustainability objectives and 
encouraging them to adopt environmentally friendly processes and supplying environmentally
